Bill Jr. passed out handouts of the financial standings which was reviewed.  Phil asked questions on the Association’s insurance and when it was due, Bill Jr. stated it was due soon. Linda updated the Board on membership being at 281 from 240.  She noted that the bills that went out were a great success.  Advantages of Company memberships were discussed.  This would boost membership numbers and Sean and Bill Jr. could make up a rate schedule based on employee count.  The Company membership would include only one vote though, the employees would benefit from the classes and information we send out throughout the year.  This would require a By-Law change and Bruce said he could work on the wording for it.  Also discussed was possibly adding Associate members to the Association for supply houses who would like to be part of our group.  A By-Law change would also be needed for this.  Bruce will draft this and we will submit to the membership for approval.  Phil wanted to see if we can get membership ID cards to our group so that if we can get discounts for membership they can show their ID card.  We would have to come up with a logo for this first.  Currently Phil has gotten BeeBee shoe to give our members 15% off work boots.  Because we have no ID cards now, Linda will email them membership to let them know to just say they are members and they will be ok with that for now.
Linda reported on the next newsletter needing articles.  She will put the discount coupon in it for boots and the Annual Meeting registration form.  Sean, Bruce, Phil and perhaps Tedd will work on articles.  Linda noted the deadline would have to be no later than August 16th.  Bill Jr. asked how many sponsors for newsletters we had and how many newsletters go out.  So far, each newsletter, which goes out four times a year, has one sponsor.  Bill Jr. suggested having multiple sponsors so we don’t have to rely on just one.  Bill Jr. will work on the sponsor pay scale for multiple vendors.
Linda also reported on the Annual Meeting for 2009.  The meeting will be held on Saturday, October 31, 2009, at The Grappone Conference Center in Concord NH from 8am to 4pm (set up for trade show will be at 7am).  All the Vendors at last year’s meeting/trade show were sent a registration form for this year.  We will have education classes again this year; 2 hours in the am and 2 hours in the afternoon.  Price was set at $40 for members and $80 for non-members.  This price includes continental breakfast and lunch.  
Tedd Evans updated the board on what is happening on the Heat Advisory Committee.  He stated the Fire Marshal’s Office handed the Committee the rules written for Business Entity.  There was no confrontation on this matter, there was some discussion on Sole Stockholder of Corporation only.  This, to him, narrowed it down so that they particularly will get the break on pricing.  Tedd was then asked if there was anything we can do on the Business Entity Rule.  Tedd said it was going to a public hearing to take comments and he can try and keep everyone posted to show up or to give written testimony.  The Heat Advisory Committee went over the topic of who a Proctor for a test can be.  Originally, it was thought the person who does the training cannot Proctor the test.  Now the Fire Marshal’s Office has revised this rule to state that if it is OK’d by the Fire Marshal’s Office then it is ok for the trainer to do the proctoring.  Tedd also informed the Board that they did not want to give credit for the instructors towards their license.  Tedd noted that The Heat Advisory Committee meets every 3rd Thursday of the month.

HB39 did go through which makes plumbing license renewals every 2 years instead of every year.  They will need three hours per year of schooling to renew this license.  This Bill also included the military service provisions/exceptions.  Tedd also noted that the Plumbing Board was going through a Legislative Audit because of accusations.

In other business, Linda will call Fire Marshal Deputy, Jeff Cyr, to find out about the final Existing Technician deadline.  Also, she will ask Deputy Cyr to clarify the NATE Class/test and CETAP class/test.   

John Arakelian and Richard Zannini presented to the Board their wish to do the Seacoast Area Chapter.  The Board thought this was a good idea, but Linda pointed out that John would have to be a renewed member before heating that Chapter.
