In partnership with the NHPMC, NH PFGF&HVAC Association, & PGANE the State Fire Marshal’s Office announces a free training opportunity for those licensees needing additional education to complete their licensing renewal obligations. This pilot program will be held in Concord on the last Thursday of each month for June, July, August, and September 2010. Classes will run from 5 PM until 9PM. 

While there is no tuition fee for the class, students are encouraged to participate in the $10.00 “Pizza Buffet” as there will be no break for dinner during class.
